Vocabulary

parallels – 
the name for lines of latitude

meridians – the name for lines of longitude

sphere – 
the shape of the Earth; it measures 360°
hemisphere – the shape of half (1/2) the Earth; it measures 180°
Equator – 
imaginary line that divides the Earth into Northern & Southern Hemispheres
            
0° degrees latitude
Prime Meridian – imaginary line that divides Earth into Eastern & Western Hemispheres 

scale – used to measure distances on a map

key or legend – used to explain pictures and symbols on a map

continents – the seven large land masses found on Earth

globe – a model of the Earth that best represents its shape
cardinal directions – the four main directions on a compass rose (N, E, S and W)
intermediate directions – the four secondary directions on compass rose (NE, SE, SW, NW)
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Information to Know:
- Lines of latitude are parallel and never meet on the globe.
- Lines of longitude run north and south, and measure the distance east and west of the Prime Meridian.
- Lines of latitude run east and west, and measure the distance north and south of the
  Equator.

Rivers

source-  where the river begins

mouth- where the river empties into a large body of water, such as a lake or ocean

tributary- a smaller stream that runs into a river

delta-  forms at the mouth of a river.
